TOURISM AND SERVICE
IN THE HISTORICAL CITIES:
CURRENT CHALLENGES

Distinguished readers & colleagues!

This year the Colden Ring of Russia cel-
ebrates its 50th anniversary. This is the most
famous tourist route, which includes almost
20 historical cities of Russia. According to re-
cent news, 2018 has been established as the
European Year of Cultural Heritage. This is an
excellent occasion to systematize and try to
evaluate the Russian contribution to the pan-
European cultural space. The Editorial Board
of the journal “Service and Tourism: Current
Challenges” in the current issue suggests to
do this through the analyzing the tourism de-
velopment problems in historic cities.

In 1949, for the first time in the world,
the first national list of historic cities ap-
peared. It is noteworthy that this happened in
our country. At that time the list of cities hav-
ing «all-Union significance» was approved.
They got special supervision and priority of
restoration works. The list included 20 cit-
ies of the USSR, among which there were 10
Russian cities: Moscow, Leningrad, Novgorod,
Pskov, Rostov Veliky, Yaroslavl, Vladimir, Suz-
dal, Smolensk and Derbent.

Today’s many experts assess the situ-
ation of the official list of historical cities in
Russia extremely negatively. The number of
objects decreased from 478 in 2002 to 41 in
2010. Nevertheless, no matter how «good
and complete» this list could be in the future,
we figure, it will never be all-encompassing.
And in principle, it is not quite correct to qual-
ify a particular city as “historical”, and another
one as not «historical». After all, absolutely
any settlement has its own history — more or
less long, but no less unique. «Historical city»
is, probably, a status comparable to the hu-
man state of mind. If majority of residents has
such awareness available, they care about
the historical and cultural heritage, monu-

ments of architecture, preservation of the
«historical spirit» of the city. Absence of such
awareness leads to the city loses its heritage
under the pressure of modern technologies
of urban development and transformation of
the urban milieu, or even completely decays
or even dies, unable to withstand the «com-
petition» from its more successful neighbors.
The mechanisms of the life cycle of historical
cities, unfortunately, have not yet been suffi-
ciently explored.

It seems that the analysis of the do-
mestic practice of protecting historical cities,
multiplied by the best world cases of pre-
serving historical settlements under modern
Russian conditions, could be able to give the
most effective mechanism and technologies
for preserving the heritage inherited from
our ancestors for the sake of future genera-
tions. But today we can only talk about the
necessity and importance of the discussion
on the indicated issues. The Editorial Board
of our journal is doing its part, presenting
to you, dear readers, this thematic issue. Of
course, it does not disclose the whole range
of problems of involving the heritage of his-
torical cities in the tourism industry, but,
nevertheless, the articles, included in the is-
sue, indicate a number of topical problems
and present some interesting practices. The
pages of our journal are open to further ini-
tiatives in this area. We are confident that
through consolidated efforts we can find out
the mechanisms to achieve stability param-
eters in the development of the tourism and
service sectors of Russian historical cities,
which will contribute to their preservation
and revival.
